Performance Areas: Main Gym with basketball and volleyball markings for team and officer
events (may use Main Gym for large ensembles). Solos, duets, and small ensembles will be in
the JV Gym with basketball and volleyball markings.

Judges Area: About 25 rows up on spectator side in top rows; Eye level in solo area.

Team Entrance/Exit:

Main Gym: teams, officers, and large ensembles enter from the judges right and exit to the judges
right.

Auditorium: Solos, duets, and small ensembles enter from the judges right and exit to the judges
right.

Sound Area: On one end of the floor in Main Gym; to one side of the JV Gym.

Floor Surface: Main Gym has a yellow hardwood floor as does the JV Gym.

Dressing Area: Classrooms will be assigned to each team by the Timberview HS contest
administrator.
